We set out to accomplish three things that would require sacrifice,  

commitment, and financial resources: eliminate the $1,000,000 debt,  

re-purpose the facility, and bless local ministries.   

$4,338,411 of the $3.6 million goal has been pledged! 

We have already accomplished much.  In Phase 1, we installed a  

new Audio/Video/Lighting system in the Ministry Center.  In Phase 2, 

the long-standing debt was eliminated.  Local ministries have been 
financially blessed. 

Phase 3 Building Plans are in process. Copies are available on the  

brochure kiosk and at pvwinona.com/irresistible.
